· ADVISORY COMMITTEE COMPOSITION

The Community Services Block Grant Advisory Committee shall be a tripartite board composed of low-income people, elected officials or their delegates, and members of the business, labor, religious, law enforcement or education communities that fully participate in the planning, development, implementation, and evaluation of the program to serve low-income people.

· PURPOSE AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE
1. The central purpose of the Community Services Advisory Committee is to:

a) Facilitate the involvement of low-income participants, including the elderly poor, in the advisement of the use of the federally funded Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) within the geographical area of Pueblo County, Colorado;

b) To provide broad community representation with persons who are officials or members of business, industry, labor, religious, welfare, education, or major groups with interests in the community.

2. The CSBG Funds shall be used to provide activities designed to assist low-income participants, including homeless individuals and families, migrant farmworkers, and the elderly poor to:

a) Provide a range of services and activities having a measurable and potentially major impact on causes of poverty in the community or those areas of the community where poverty is a particular acute problem;
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b) Provide on an emergency basis for the provision of such supplies and services, nutritious foodstuffs, and related services, as may be necessary to counteract conditions of starvation and malnutrition among the poor;

c) Coordinate and establish linkages between governmental and other social services programs to assure the effective delivery of such services to low-income individuals; and 

d) To encourage the use of entities in the private sector of the community in efforts to ameliorate poverty in the community.

3. The Advisory Board will be responsible for providing to the Pueblo County Commissioners through the Department of Housing and Human Services, the following:

a) Review and advisement on the development and implementation of the CSBG Project Plan, to include the proposed and actual CSBG Activities (which may include the provision of housing services; comprehensive weatherization and furnace services; veterans services; USDA food program services; and, a range of human services), Budget, and ROMA Logic Model;

b) Review and comment on community policies, programs and actions affecting low-income individuals, including the elderly poor, homeless individuals and families, and migrant farm workers;

c) Review and comment on a range of related housing and human service projects, activities, grants, and other issues relating to the needs of persons residing in Pueblo County, Colorado as deemed necessary by the Pueblo County Commissioners.

· MEETINGS

The Community Services Block Grant Advisory Committee meetings will be held quarterly four (4) times per year, primarily during the months of January through September at 2631 East 4th Street, Pueblo, Colorado.  Meeting announcements and meeting agendas will be mailed to each member prior to the actual meeting date.
